(A) BEFEFSERAYEE H Questions for Studying and Understanding (10 minutes)
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Which two choices below are the correct explanations for the 4 living
creatures’ having two wings touching the wings of the other living
creatures and another two covering their bodies (1:11)?
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Such confusing descriptions suggest that Ezekiel was probably in a
very confused state on seeing the Lord.

The two wings touching the wings of the other living creatures
may imply that they moved in perfect unison.

Since the four living creatures were extremely frightened before
the Lord, their two wings had to touch the wing of another.

The two wings covering the body are a sign of modesty and
reverence in the presence of the Lord.

Using the two wings to cover the body suggests that they were
ashamed of their nakedness.
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St. Jerome used the four faces mentioned in 1:10 to represent the four
Gospels. The Gospel of John is an eagle because it contains many
profound teachings. Please point out one of them and the relevant
scriptures.

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Read 1:3. “The hand of the LORD came upon me” is a metaphor. It indicates that Ezekiel is a
man held firmly by God’s hand and under his authority. Whatever your ministry is in your
parish (e.g. choir leader, an RCIA catechist, a lector (who reads the 1 and 2™ readings at
Mass), a media evangelization volunteer) or in your daily life (e.g. a parent, a doctor, a
teacher), have you ever had Ezekiel’s experience of being held firmly by God’s hand?
