(A) BEFEFSERAYEE H Questions for Studying and Understanding (10 minutes)
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See 3:7-9. God’s preparation for Ezekiel included warning him that he
would preach to the “hard-hearted” and rebellious House of Israel. This
arrangement shows:

a. The importance of obedience to God’s word. This virtue of
obedience is especially manifested in the Virgin Mary.

b. The Israelites, who had established a covenant with God on Mount
Sinai, did not obey the covenant’s laws and commandments.

c. They could not practice it well, not only because they sinned by
disobedience, but also because they only focused on external
behavior instead of sincerely turning to the Lord.

d. The climax of Ezekiel's prophecy is related to this doctrine of
"obedience": " I will give you a new heart and place a new spirit
within you, taking from your bodies your stony hearts and giving
you hearts of flesh." (36:26)

e. Inthe New Testament era, believers receive the Holy Spirit and the
heart of flesh through baptism and sincerely turn to God. Thus this
prophecy was fulfilled.
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“If a virtuous man turns away from virtue and does wrong when I place a
stumbling block before him, he shall die” (3:20). Which answer below is
the right way to understand this verse?
a. God is the direct source of temptation to sin. He places a stumbling
block before the virtuous man.



b. God is not the direct source of temptation to sin. But He allows the
one who is set on sinning to trip and fall in the path he has chosen.

(B) Az EFIFERRIREE - Reflection and application question (15 minutes)
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Ezekiel’s obedience to God is in clear contrast with the rebellious people of Israel to whom he
was commissioned to speak. Like Ezekiel, Mary was receptive to God’s word, thus enabling
the Holy Spirit to bring forth in an unprecedented way the Word of God from her womb.
Please share your own story of obedience to God’s word. Did your obedience free you from
difficulty and suffering? Were you able to endure, persist and bear fruit like Ezekiel and
Mary?
