(A) BEZMNZERAVEH Questions for Studying and Understanding (10 minutes)
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Compare Rev 10:8-10 and Ez 2:8-3:4. What are some of the similarities and
differences?
a. Ez —scroll unrolled by the angel; Rev — scroll opened by Jesus.
b. Ez - it was for “the house of Israel”’; Rev — it was for “many
peoples, nations, tongues, and kings” (10:11)
c. Both Ezekiel and John were asked to “eat” the scroll.
d. For both Ezekiel and John, it was as sweet as honey in the mouth.
e. Ez - it contained lamentation, wailing, and woe; Rev — John’s
stomach turned sour after eating.
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Continuing with the passages in Question 1 above, what do you think are the
main messages we can derive from the image of the prophet eating the scroll?

(B) Ry FEHIFERAYEH - Reflection and application question (15 minutes)
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The scroll “was like sweet honey” in John’s mouth (10.10). The Holy Father also teaches that
